at Conference of the Americas

P lacingconditions on China’sMost
Favored Nation (MFN) trading
status toend Chinese population
transfer into Tibet will be the top
priority of the US Tibet support
movement for the nextseveral
months. Lodi Gyari, president of the
International Campaign for Tibet
(ICT), gave theword toanenthusias-
ticcrowd of supporters gathered in
Washington, DC for the TibetConfer-
ence of the Americas. Over 300
participants (including 100 Tibetans)
from sevencountriesmeton January
30and 31toexchangeideas,share
information,and plotacoordinated
strategy for thecoming year. Four
BAFoTboard membersattended the
conference, along with Eco-Tibet
representative JohnIsom,who
organized theenvironmental portion
of the conference (see related story on
page3).

The tone for the conference wassetby
HisHolinessthe Dalai Lama,who
sentamessage that “themainrespon-
sibility of the Tibetansand our
friends is to keep the political issue of
Tibetaliveinternationally.” Heurged
conference participantstosearch for

practical ways toaid the sixmillion
Tibetansunderoccupation,espe-
cially inareas of health, education,
andsocial and environmental
conditions “withoutcompromising
our basicstand” that Tibet mustbe
returned toTibetans.

Theambitiousagenda for the confer-
enceincluded plenary sessions,
speeches, panel discussions, and
workshops ontheentire range of
issuescurrently facing Tibetand its
supportmovement. Over the two-
day session, attendeeswere ad-
dressed by such notablesas Professor
SamdhongRinpoche of the Tibetan
Government's Assembly of Tibetan
People's Deputies, Congresswoman
Nancy Pelosi, former US Ambassador
tothe United NationsJeanne
Kirkpatrick,ChinesedissidentShen
Tong,and Canadian Parliamentarian
Warren Allmand.

Saturday’s panel sessionson Tibet
and theUN, economicdevelopment
issues, cultural preservation, environ-
mental challenges, US government
policy, and geopolitical consider-
ationsin Tibet’s future provided the

background for workshop discus-
sionson Sunday, in which partici-
pantssetgoals for thecomingyear.

Throughouttheconference, partici-
pantsexpressed a heightened sense of
urgency duetorecentdevelopments
inTibet. Discussion centered around
China’sformal declarationof the
Tibet AutonomousRegionasa
“special economic zone” in which
furtherincentives arebeing offered to
Chineseand other foreigninvestors to
locate in Tibet. Activists monjtoring
Chinese population transfer believe
thattheeconomicdesignationis
already having a devastatingeffecton
Tibetans. A recentsurvey of atown
ineastern Tibetshowed thatoutof
765businesses, only 60 were Tibetan-
owned, with therest owned by
Chinese. The disparity in the quality
oflife for TibetansversusChinese
settlersappearstobe widening
rapidly asa result of the new incen-
tives.

Based on these concerns, the US Tibet
supportmovementhasagreed to
focus on the halt of the population
transfer as a necessary componentof

any moveby Congress tocondition
China’sMFN status. Political
strategists predictthatbecause of the
change of administrationsin Wash-
ington, this year could provide the
last opportunity to winthe MFN
fight. Evenso, they cautioned against
too much reliance on support from
PresidentClinton, citing pre-election
trade discussionsin Beijing between
thePRCand a high-ranking cabinet
member asasign thatsupportmay
notbe forthcoming. Conference
attendeesbegan the MFN efforton
Monday, meeting withMembers of
Congressafteramorning of political
briefings.

Several major agreementswere

forged from lively debateamong
conference participants. Groups

Attheclosing session,
participantsfilled boxeswith over
$2,300indonationstohirea media
consultanttoadvisethe national
movementthrough the International
Campaign for Tibetin Washington.

Eco-Tibet Activism
Comes of Age at

Tibet Conference

E nvironmental researchersand
activists from Northand South
America, Europeand Australia
gathered during therecenttwo-day
TibetConference of the Americasin
Washington, DC, to discuss the next
stepsinbringing the preservation of
Tibet'senvironmentintotheinterna-
tional spotlight.
Theenvironmentand development
panels, workshopsand meetings
representthe nextphaseof the
environmental movementamong
Tibetsupport groups(TSG's) and
scientistsworldwide.

Panel membersdiscussed economic
developmentinsubsistence commu-
nitiesinthe Himalayasand projectsin
Tibet; the political implications of
workin Tibet under Chinese occupa-
tion;and guidelines for future
development.

Several significant problems now face
Tibet'senvironment. Theseinclude
the status of Tibet’srare and unique
plantsand animalsand Eastern
Tibet’s old-growth forestsand the
degradationof downstream water-
shedsduetologging.

The firstworkshop examined results
froma questionnairedistributed by
Eco-TibetCalifornia to TSGsaround
the world. Much of the discussion
focused on four fundamental issues
that would resurface throughoutthe
day: theethics of doing research and
environmental projectsin occupied
Tibetwith the assistanceof the
Chinese;theneed toinformresearch-
ers aboutthe political, cultural and
economiccontextsinwhich they do
their work; the need tobegin training
Tibetansto participateinenviron-
mental research projects;and the need
tobegin coordinating information
aboutTibet’senvironmentin order to
meetthe needs of TSGs and research-
ers. Eco-TibetCalifornia will be
facilitating an electronicinformation
clearinghousetoaddressinformation
needs.

Thesecond workshop addressed a
proposal toevaluateenvironmental
conditionsin Tibet using first-hand
observationofhuman,animal,and
plantpopulations, while ensuring
thatenvironmental researchis
consistentwithstated objectivesin
HisHolinessthe Dalai Lama’s Five
PointPeace Plan, and the cultural
practicesandbeliefs of Tibetans.

Theafternooneconomicdevelopment
workshop addressed issuesin
occupied Tibet. Discussion focused
onhow currentprojectsmarginalize
Tibetans, promote further Chinese
control over Tibetans, and abetthe
presenceand continued transfer of
ethnic Chineseinto Tibet.

Tibetan participantswereadamant
aboutthedangersof population
transfer, stressing the need forsmall-
scale humanresource projects
targeted tobenefit Tibetans. Educa-
tion, health care,and small business
developmentwereidentifiedas
potential areas for future projects.

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The success of these workshopsand
panelsmarkstheend of ayear of
local, regionaland international
actiononbehalf of Tibet’senviron-
ment. Thiswork hasincluded several
excitinglocal initiatives by TSGs,
attendanceatthe Rio Earth Summit
by the twomembers of the Central
Tibetan Administrationand Eco-
Tibetmembers from three continents,
and therelease of thecomprehensive
report Tibet: Environment and
Development Issues1992, detailing
the forty years of occupation, re-
source extraction,and development
inTibet. Aninternationalsympo-
siumonTibet’senvironmentisslated
for May of this year, sponsored by
Eco-TibetFrance.

Tibetans Permitted to
Specify “Tibet” as
Birthplace

With thehelp of Congressman Barney
Frank and 16 other Members of
Congress, Tibetanswill now beable
tolist Tibet as their place of birth on
Social Security application forms.

Complaints from Tibetanswhowere
forced to use Chinaas their place-of-
birth designation were taken toRep.
Frank by Ed Bednar, Director of the
U.S.Resettlement Project. Whilethe
new designationisencouraging for
Tibetansand their supporters, the
Department of State still does not
consider Tibetanindependent
political entity, and will notallow
Tibetan immigrants tospecify
“Tibet” as their place of birth on
passports.

Thais Side With Dalai
Lama

Bangkok, Feb 10—-Thailand Wednes-
day rebuffed awarning from Beijing
thatitshould stop next week’s visit
by Tibet’sspiritual leader, the Dalai
Lama,sayingithad nothingtodo
with China’sinternal situation.

“We obviously have tomake the
Chinese governmentunderstand that
the Dalai Lamaiscominghereona
very specificmission—-tocampaign
for therelease of (Burma’s) Aung San
SuuKyi,” spokesman Abhisit
Vejjajivasaid.

Abhisitwasresponding toablunt
warningissued in Beijing inwhicha
Chineseforeign ministry spokesman
called the Dalai Lama “not purely a
religious figure” and said Bangkok
should changeits mind and stop the
visit.

““We hope that the country concerned
(Thailand) will solve this problem
properly--thatis,refusethe visitby
theDalai Lama,” the Beijing spokes-
mansaid,addingthatthe Tibetan
spiritualleader had longbeen
“engagingin politicsaimed at
splitting themotherland.”

Thailand bowed toChinese pressure
in1987 and againin1990tocancel
visitsby the Tibetan spiritual leader
whohaslived inexileinIndia since
1959.

The Dalai Lama joinssix other Nobel
laureatestocampaign for therelease
of Aung San SuuKyi, 47, whois
spending her fourthyear under house
arrestinRangoon, whereallbut
family membersand servantsare
barred from visiting. --Rising Nepal

Communist Party Chief
Calls forPurge in Tibet
The New York Timesreported on

February 13that the newlyappointed
Communist Party leader of Tibet is

calling for a purge of officialswho do
nottakea toughenough stance
against the DalaiLama and his
followers,according toa confidential
speechsmuggled out of Tibet.

“We mustabsolutely clean up those
placeswhere asmall number of
separatists havelongbeenactive,”
ChenKuiyandeclaredinaspeech
delivered ata recent meeting of party
officialsin Lhasa. “We mustsweep
outthose hostileelementshidden
among us...If weretreat, thenseparat-
ismwill spread likea malignant
tumor.”

Therehavebeen otherindicationsthat
Chinaistakingatougherlinein
Tibet. Theleadership recently
dismissed theMayor of Lhasa,an
ethnicTibetan named Logawho
seemed quite popular butwho
apparently wasnottoughenoughon
demonstrators.

Chinese Will Release
Two Dissidents

Inanapparentmovetoplacate US
concernsabouthumanrightscondi-
tions, the Chinese government
recently announced thatitwill free
twoprominent political prisoners
beforecompletion of their sentences.

Wang Xizhe, 44-year-old pioneer of
China'sdemocracy movement,
would be the first dissidentimpris-
oned after the 1978-79 Democracy
Wallmovementtobereleased early.
GaoShan,a 36-year-old former
governmentofficial imprisoned after
the Tiananmencrackdown, has
already beenreleased after serving
threeand a half years of a four-year
sentence.

The move by Beijing may signal
broader amnesty for political prison-
ers,inanefforttoimproverelations
with the Clinton Administration.

Tibetan Scholars
Featured On KPFA
Radio

Tibetan authors Jamyang Norbu and
Lhasang Tsering recently toured the US to
rally support for their new Dharamsala,
India-based organization, the Amnye
Machen Institute. In this interview by
Flashpointscontributor Stephen Scong
and associate producer Greg Saatkamp, the
authors discuss their views of the difficul-
ties facing Tibet, the unbroken spirit pre-
vailing in the country, and the gap their
institute fills in the struggle for indepen-
dence. The following is an edited version of
the interview, which aired on KPFA in
November.

Flashpoints: Could you giveusan

updateon thestatus of theindepen-
dence movement,bothinside Tibet

and among the exilecommunity?

Lhasang Tsering: The besthope for
Tibetanindependenceis the fact that
peopleinside Tibet, despitesomany
yearsof sufferingand oppression,
have notlost the will tobe free. They
havenotlostfaithand confidencein
theleadership of the Dalai Lama,and
theexiled governmentheheadsin
Dharamsala. Formany yearsafter the
invasion, therewasactual guerilla
activity by Tibetans. Thiscametoan
endin1974. Atthe moment, the
resistanceisapassive one. Thereisa
wall of silence, since Tibetansrefuse
tocommunicate with the Chinese
authorities. Thoughweare over-
whelmed by alarge number of
troops, exactnumbersaredisputed.
Estimatesrange from 350 thousand to
halfa million. Thereisanincreasing
number of Chinese immigrantswho
are coming into Tibet. We must resist
this,becauseit poses theultimate
danger of Tibetansbeing assimilated
and absorbed. We may disappearasa
people.

Outside Tibet the freedom movement
hasimproved,especially after
widespread newsreportsof Tibetan

pro-independence demonstrations
inside Tibetin the fall of 1987 and
March88-89. Alsoduetotheaward
of the Nobel Peace Prize to the Dalai
Lama,whichwasthe only thing we
could celebrate in the last forty years
thathasraised thelevel ofinterestand
attention on Tibet. The Tibetan
peopleeverywherewererevitalized,
and more people have come tojoin as
sympathizersand supporters.The
network of people who previously
knew aboutTibet are now actively
doing something aboutit. For the first
time there hasbeen-starting with the
USCongress, the Germangovern-
mentand the Australian parliament,
the Dutch parliament--a number of
parliaments passing resolutionsin
supportof the Dalai Lama’s peaceful
effortstogainindependence for
Tibet. Inthelastfew yearsevenheads
of state, including Bush,havemadea
gesture of meeting with the Dalai
Lama, though they arenoncommittal.
They have not yet found the courage
tospeak the truth. YetI think itisa
beginning,and we see many signs of
improvementinthe world situation,
bothinsideand outside Tibet.

Jamyang Norbu: Althoughwedon’t
hear of itinthe media, there have
been many cases thisyear of small
groupsof Tibetans demonstrating.
And of course there is nochance [for
them], because onevery rooftop in
the city, there are police notonly
armed withautomatic weapons,but
withM-16’sand heavy artillery. But
the populationiskeeping its spirit
up. They feel they will getindepen-
dence. Rationally they cannotexplain
it,butthishope hashelped the
movementdirectly, because thereare
now far fewerinformersamong the
Tibetans,notbecause of the threat of
retaliation, butsimply because
peoplearecollaborating with the
Chineseless. Tibetans are coming out
publicly,unafraid tosay what they
feelagainstChinese authorities. The
mood may be grim inside Tibet, but
there’sa degree of hope, whichis
reflected outside in the exilecommu-
nities. We area stubborn people, and
Ithink the Chinese know thateither

they will have to wipe us out totally
from the face of the earth, or we will
be there for many centuriesbugging
them.

Flashpoints: The destruction of 6,000
or more monasteries and religious
sites,and themurder of overa
million people... How should we
understand the failure of the West to
relay thisstory to Western people?

J.N.:Ithink thereareanumber of
reasons. The United States takesa
lead in the world on a lot of issues,
butontheTibetanissue Americans
havealways felt that China was their
turf,in the way the British always
considered India tobe theirspot.
And with missionaries--evenwith
good peoplein thiscountry--there
hasalwaysbeenanemotional
attachmenttoChina. And with
intellectualsitwaseven moreso;
Sinologistsinmany waysstand
accused of behaving in the most
unacademic, stupid and self-serving
waysin their dealings withcommu-
nist China. Itis notonly a question of
Tibet;Chinaitselfis going through
themosttremendous upheavalsinits
entire history. More people have been
killed by the communist party sinceit
took power thanall theChinese
killed by all Western nations com-
bined,evenby the Japanese in WWIL

These murderers—-thesekillers-have
inmay waysreceived a facelift by this
country and by the Westbecause of
the efforts of Westernexperts,
politiciansand left-wing organiza-
tions. Withnewspapers, like the New
York Times, which came out in the
‘60s with anti-Tibetan articleswritten
by a twit of an editor named Seymor
Topping. Inthose days thiswas
especially difficulttohearbecause
wewereisolated, yeteach day we
opened a newspaper we found abuse
hurled atus. It was not only the New
York Times, but Le Monde and many
Europeanpapers. Evennow there
areapologists forChina, peoplewho
say “Well, wereally shouldn’tannoy
them, lets keep MFN in place,” or

fewjobs.” Butthe Chineseare
looking for freedom as well. Just
getting a television set or a betterjob
isnoconsolation when your hus-
band isinjail, or when your sonhas
beenrunoverby a tank. Ithinkin
many waysthisattitude ofapologiz-
ing for China isdemeaning notonly
to Tibetans, but to the Chinese. And
onitgoes. Especially now, after the
Party Congress, there area lot of
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near-congratulatoryarticlescoming
outabout how wonderful it's going
tobeinChina.

Flashpoints: Beyond educating
peopleinother countriesabout
what’sreally happeningin Tibetand
China, whatare the primary strate-
gies of your movement?

L.T.:Nomajor governmentis
prepared torecognize that Tibet was
anindependentcountry. Whenwe
wereinvaded,and whenweap-
pealed tothe United Nationsin 1950,
there wasa wall of silence from the
West--aweak-kneed approach
motivated not by justice, but by self-
interest. Eventoday, the president
knowsinsubstance that Chinaisthe
mosttotalitarianregimeinthe
world, under which millions have
died. Yet[the US] continuestogive
supporttothisregime, againstthe
wishesof the Chinese themselves,
againsttheaspirations of many other
peoplewhoareunderChina’s
colonial occupation. Itis our hope
thatthe coverageinvariousmedia
will generate pressure on politicians
tochange. And thischange should
effectgovernmentpolicy and put
political and economic pressure on
Chinatochange.

Flashpoints: Lhasang Tsering, you
have written a policy you call “demo-
graphicaggression,” meaning China’s
policy of populationassimilationand
absorption. Could you talk a little
more about this policy,and how
effective you think ithasbeen?

L.T.: Webelieveitis thenumber one
problem for us today. The Tibetan
struggle now is notonly for freedom;
in fact, freedom is a luxury for us.
Thestruggle is forsurvival. Inthe
pastwhenthere wasmilitary
oppression, it wasclear with the
Tibetan people how they should
deal with the problem. It'slikea
personcoming toyou with gnash-
ing teethand aknifein hishand--
you either prepare to fight or you
run away. Butif youare invited for
supper and your wine s poisoned,
you havenodefense.

TheChinese governmentwould deny
[populationtransfer policies] withthe
argumentthatChinese peopledon’t
like high altitude. I wentto Tibetin
1980and traveled all over for threeand
1/2 months, and found the choiceis
notbetweenhighand low altitude; the
choiceisbetweenhavingajoband
beingjobless. Thechoiceisbetween
hungerand altitude. Anyone would
choose to be ona highaltitude witha
fullstomach. And when Chinese
settlerscometoTibet, they have the
incentive tocome as the privileged
class. Therearealsointerest-freeloans
for those whowill openbusinesses.
And furtherincentives for those who
will marry Tibetan girls. With this
gradual process, we are going tobe
eliminated. For the few Tibetans who
remain culturally Tibetan, their young
children are taken toChina for
education, and scattered sothat they
don’tevenknow their parent’s
names--much more subtle and effec-
tivethanbrutal military aggression.
We face the danger thatvery soonwe
could gotoLhasa, tothe Potala, and
wonder atthismagnificentbuilding,
yetaround it there will be no Tibet-
ans.

Flashpoints: The two of you are on
tour of the U.S. and other countries
promoting aninstitute for research
and publicationtoinform Tibetans,
and raiseawarenessaboutthe Tibetan
struggle. Could you tell us more
aboutitsmission?

J.N.:Theinstitutionis something that
isunique inour history because Tibet
wasa very traditional country--one
could say medieval--before the
communist Chinesearmy occupied
it. Even outinexile we’ve had
problems trying to fit our causeintoa
world view thatismodernand
changing, because our world view is
sotraditional, bound very muchinits
religion. What we are trying to do
here is to study the problems of
Chinese occupation,and especially
populationtransfer. Wealsohave
literacy problems,and women’s
issues. All these we wanttoaddress
inamore dynamic,scientificand
systematic manner, inamore
humanistand liberal point-of-view.
We are practicing Buddhists, but we
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feel now is the time when we should
strike a balance between the old and
thenew.

Wehavestarted thisinstitute witha
number of academicsin Dharamsala.
Many young peoplein Tibet--writers,
artists, poets--are coming out, finding
theiridentity,and arebeginning to
speak outin their own disciplines of
the problems of our nation. Weare
hoping that working together with
peopleinside and outside Tibet we
can, in due course of time, find
solutions.
